Colby-Abbotsford Police Commission met on February 12th.     

The commission approved minutes and expenditures.

Under Chief’s Report, Chief Bauer submitted a written report as he was attending training and was not present at the meeting.  Kramer stated he appreciates the detailed K9 report and questioned if eight deployments for the month of January was a normal amount of activity.  It was stated that the K9 can only be deployed if there is suspicion during a traffic stop.  Schmidt said further questions can be directed to Chief Bauer.  It was noted that the year to date numbers have increased from 881 to 957.

Central Fire & EMS District met on February 22nd.   

Nancy O’Brien reported on the February activities of the district. The board approved the recommendation of the purchase of a Horton ambulance at a price of $222,746.00. The other model was a Braun unit and was $5,000 more. Motion was made by O’Brien, seconded by Kaiser to purchase the Horton ambulance at a price of $222,746.00. Motion carried with a voice vote.

Mayor Schmidt: Mayor Schmidt appointed Michelle Albrecht and Hannah Gurtner to serve as election inspectors. Motion was made by T Schmidt, seconded by Oestreich to approve the appointments. Motion carried with a voice vote.

Mayor Schmidt read the Thank You letter from Director Vicky Calmes for the memorial for her father.

Clerk Gurtner: Clerk Gurtner asked the board to think if they know of anyone that may be interested in working as an election inspector.

Harland Higley: The following building permits were issued: Tommy Fifield, 110 S 2nd Street, remove walls and add doors; Lyle Johnson, 201 N 1st Street, water proof basement; Lee Kaschinska, 506 E Terrace St, kitchen cabinets.

DPW Higley gave the water pumpage report and the sewer precipitation and infiltration reports. 

Engineer Mike Voss: Voss reported on Well #14 uranium removal and Well #9 & #12 nitrate mitigation. He also reported that the CDBG Application and SDWL Application deadlines to help pay for the costs of these projects.

Picnic License: St. Mary’s Knights of Columbus has requested a picnic license or a fish fry/boil for March 9th and 23rd at the Colby Lion’s Shelter. Motion was made by Hesgard, seconded by Oestreich to approve. Motion carried with a voice vote.

The total balance was $467,714.06 in the accounts. Of that balance, $20,000 has been distributed to the Colby Firefighters Association, $80,000 designated for maintenance of Station #1. The balance was distributed to the Town of Hull, Town of Colby and the city based on equalized values when the department dissolved. The City of Colby portion of this amount is $169,148.47. Motion was made by T Schmidt seconded by to Flink to approve the designation of $169,148.47 to the general fund. Motion carried with a voice vote.
